  Spring Gifts 

     All winter I anticipate the wonderful gifts spring offers. For me it is similar to a three-month Christmas! Under every tree and at every turn of the trail something 
new and exciting is revealed. It might be white trillium blooming in beautiful patches, the sound of thousands of spring peepers and chorus frogs erupting from a 
wetland, or the music of returning birds. Spring is a season of rebirth and renewal.   
     Plants and animals eagerly wait all winter for the temperatures to rise, the snow to melt, and the ground to warm up. This is most obvious with spring         
wildflowers. Beginning with the early flowering skunk cabbage — and continuing with the spring beauty, twinleaf and buttercup, to name a few — they burst forth 
in bloom before the fast-developing tree leaves shade out the sun. Without this head start, the flowers wouldn’t be able to reproduce or store up enough energy  
to survive the rest of the year.  
     Even before the ice melts, animals of all shapes and sizes gather in wetlands to begin the age-old mating ritual. The resulting offspring fight the clock as they 
race to develop and leave the vernal pools before the pools dry out in late June. Stand at a wetland in the spring, and the calls of frogs and toads are deafening 
as each one tries to outdo the other in order to attract a mate.   
     Though you can hear birds in the winter, their sporadic songs don’t compare to the spring sounds signaling the return of our resident summer birds. One bird 
song that I can listen to for hours is that of the Wood Thrush. Its harmonious call is generally described as a combination of yodeling and flute-like notes. The call 
is produced by a complicated vocal organ that allows the Wood Thrush to sing two notes at the same time. If only we could do that, imagine the possibilities!  
     I still like getting gifts at Christmas, but nothing compares to the gifts spring provides. It is definitely my favorite time of the year. I hope you will join me in   
enjoying the many gifts that nature has to offer. Take pleasure in a wildflower walk at Hogback Ridge Preserve; explore the wetlands at Gallant Woods Preserve; 
or, relax while watching spring migrants visiting the feeders at The Lodge at Deer Haven Preserve. Spring has a gift for everyone!

     Nature education programs in the schools and in the parks. Participation in parades and festivals. Concerts. Special events. Assisting 
other law enforcement agencies. Construction of new facilities. Improvements to existing facilities. Preservation of additional land. All the 
above activities occurred in 2011 as Preservation Parks continues to expand its services to the Delaware County community. 
     Our education department conducted 204 park programs, an increase of 34 over 2010; our school outreach programs served an        
additional 1,269 students over 2010; and, our nature center visitation increased from 7,322 in 2010 to 8,424 in 2011. Additionally, our law  
enforcement division assisted other law enforcement agencies on 43 occasions, 18 more than 2010. And, we purchased 72 acres of land 
for future parkland. Below is information on revenues and expenditures, by category, along with a partial list of park improvements. 
     In 2011, our volunteer corps continued to provide valuable service to Preservation Parks through their participation at many special 
events and parades, and their staffing of our nature centers, allowing those centers to be open to the public on a regular basis. Providing 
3,461 hours, the total value of their donated time is $64,167 (per Independent Sector, which calculates the value of volunteer time). 
     We are pleased with the progress Preservation Parks has made in increasing our services to Delaware County to date, but we have 
many more projects and improvements to come. A few of the exciting events on tap for 2012 are the opening of Big Run Preserve and the 
1930’s-1940’s era farmhouse at Gallant Farm Preserve, the completion of the Interpretive Gateway at Gallant Woods Preserve, and, the 
construction of the stream crossing to connect two trails at Deer Haven Preserve. Our talented staff is excited about providing additional 
amenities for the public and appreciate your continued support .
